Friday: recap exclamations. Complete speech bubbles for Stanley and the jellyfish. What would they say to each other? You could also act this out in groups or with a family member.
Reading

This week I would like you to do the same – create a list of 10 books you’d like to read over the summer holidays. Try to include fiction, non-fiction and poetry. Maths

Topic work 

Monday: Use water colours and pastels to colour your recycling poster. 
For the rest of the week we are going to be painting a jellyfish like the ones below. I have broken the project down into little steps for each day. 
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Tuesday: Look at images of jellyfish and draw it out lightly with a pencil. Go over every line of the jellyfish with a wax candle. Press hard and make the lines thick to resist the water colours. Perhaps have a look at a tutorial on you tube to help you. 
Wednesday: talk about hot and cold colours and create a list. Paint the jellyfish using hot colours. Show how to mix colours so they merge. 
Thursday: Recap hot and cold colours. Paint the back ground using cold colours. Show how to mix colours so they merge. Add salt for texture
Friday: mix pva glue and water together to create a wash. Cover your painting with this wash. It will give your painting a professional finish once dry – like a gloss!
